“means any borough, district or other local government area (defined as such in the law of any member state of the European Union) defined as “Most Deprived” in the English Indices of Deprivation 2007 or, as published from time to time, by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister, or in any similar or equivalent index or table as maybe published from time to time, by any central or local government or public body in any member state of the European Union.  Community Benefit refers to measures to introduce social benefits to the local area as envisaged by EU Directive 2004/18 and relevant national legislation.”

The provisions of this Clause X will apply where the original Contract Sum as noted in the Section/Clause/Paragraph* exceeds £400,000 for Works and £156.442 for Supplies or Services*.  In appointing sub-contractors, service providers or suppliers to carry out the Works/Services/Supplies*, the Contractor/Consultant/Supplier* shall use reasonable endeavours to select at least 10% of them from businesses with registered offices, (or seats of business as this latter term may be defined in the law of any member state of the European Union) in the Deprived Area.;
